
background:

jonathan matis and david baker perform primarily improvised music for saxophone and guitar.  jonathan plays electric guitar with a variety of signal processors and david plays tenor, baritone, and soprano saxophones as well as guitar.  stylistically, their music is difficult to categorize, drawing freely on experimental, ambient, and free jazz vocabularies.  this music is well suited to a variety of venues, ranging from intimate performance spaces typically used for chamber music or other acoustic musics, to gallery spaces, or even as live background music in a coffee house type of environment.  this music is also successful in live performance on radio.

jonathan matis is a guitarist and composer.  he studied classical guitar with tony morris, host of the syndicated radio program, "classical guitar alive."  his recordings have been reviewed in keyboard magazine and have received airplay on local radio stations in austin, texas.  

while living in austin, jonathan played in a prog-core band called snuggles, and then formed an ambient free improv ensemble called tiktok with guitarist travis hartnett.  tiktok performed live in various clubs and venues around austin, as well as on several radio and television programs.

after relocating to connecticut, jonathan formed a collective of improvising musicians called casual saturn, which performed in various venues around connecticut as well as a live radio broadcast.  

jonathan studied composition at connecticut college with noel zahler, and is currently working towards a masters degree at the hartt school of music, studying with steven gryc, robert carl, and david macbride.

david s. baker is originally from enosburg falls, vermont, where he studied the saxophone in a jazz and classical track under the direction of bear irwin, alisa valeau martin, and marty mcrae.  after joining the hartt school he studied under ken radnofsky, michael menapace, and chris jensen.
